Ballad Project: 
Students in groups of 1, 2, or 3 will present a ballad to the class live or on video. Videos should be put on a flash drive or uploaded to YouTube. This assignment is a project, meaning that it counts as 30% of your nine weeks grade!
Requirements: 
1. It must be a ballad (song that tells a story) that has been approved.  Once the song is approved, it cannot be changed.
2. The song must be lip synced, unless you choose to sing, either live or in your video. 

Each group must turn in the attached Ballad Analysis Outline to present to the class along with the performance or video.  (See back of paper)
1. The original artist(s) and artist’s background (must be a paragraph)
2. The interpretation (meaning) of the song, why it’s considered a ballad, and why you chose this song. (must be a paragraph)
3. The song lyrics (with four ballad characteristics)
4. Comparisons to in-class ballads (Lord Randall, Barbara Allen, Cruel Mother, & Get Up and Bar the Door.
You will be evaluated in the following way: 
1. Presentation 

2. Enthusiasm

3. Some type of prop/costumes

4. Poise (no giggling)

5. Copy of song

6. Four characteristics of a ballad identified in the song

(Use colored pencils to write these neatly on the copy of the song)

Sequence of the ballad project: 
1. Present the background information and interpretation.
2. Ballad characteristics identified from lyrics.
